SUGGESTIONS FOR PARENTS TO SUPPORT READING AT HOME.

	Reading

Please encourage your child to:

	1. Apply their growing knowledge of prefixes and suffixes to help them read aloud and understand the meaning of new words. A prefix is when some letters are added to the front of a word to change it eg happy = unhappy. A suffix is when  letters are added to the end of a word to change the meaning eg content = contentedly

	2. Read further exception words confidently eg the words that occur frequently in texts, when , went could, should etc

	3. Read aloud books closely matched to their phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar words automatically.

	4. Continue to reread books for enjoyment to build up their fluency and confidence in word building. If children want to read books that might appear too easy this is perfectly acceptable.

	Comprehension

	1. Listen to and discuss a wide range of fiction, poetry, stories, plays and reference books and text books.

	2. Read books that are structured in different ways and read for a range of purpose.

	3. Use dictionaries to check the meaning of words they have read.

	4. Become more familiar with a wider range of books, including fairy stories, myths and legends and retelling some of these orally.

	5. Preparing poems and play scripts to read aloud to perform with expression, volume and actions.

	6. Discuss words and phrases that they find interesting.

	7. Recognise that there are different kinds of poetry.

	8. Check that the text makes sense to them

	9. Ask questions to improve their understanding of a text.

	10. Drawing inferences, including characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and being able to explain why.

	11. Predict what might happen from details stated and implied.

	12. Retrieve and record information from non-fiction.

	13. Participate in discussion about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those that they can read for themselves.
