SUGGESTIONS FOR PARENTS TO SUPPORT READING AT HOME.

	Reading

Please encourage your child to:

	1. Continue to use phonic knowledge to decode words.

	2. Read words containing common suffixes eg happily, happiness etc

	3. Read aloud books closely matched to their phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar words automatically.

	4. Reread books for enjoyment to build up their fluency and confidence in word building. If children want to read books that might appear too easy this is perfectly acceptable.

	Comprehension

	1. Listen to and discuss a wide range of poetry, stories and non-fiction at a level beyond which they can read independently.

	2. To discuss the sequence of events in books.

	3. Become increasingly familiar with and retelling a wider range of stories, fairy stories and traditional stories.

	4. Be introduced to non-fiction books that are structured in different ways.

	5. Recognise simple recurring literary language in stories and poetry.

	6. Discuss and clarify the meaning of new words.

	7. Discuss their favourite words and phrases.

	8. Continue to build up a repertoire of poems learned by heart.

	9. Check that the text makes sense to them and correct inaccurate reading.

	10. Make inferences on the basis of what is being said and done.

	11. Answer and ask questions.

	12. Predict what might happen.

	13. Participate in discussion about books, poems and other works that are read to them and those that they can read for themselves.
