SUGGESTIONS FOR PARENTS TO SUPPORT READING AT HOME.

	Reading

Please encourage your child to:

	1. Apply their growing knowledge of prefixes and suffixes to help them read aloud and understand the meaning of new words. A prefix is when some letters are added to the front of a word to change it eg happy = unhappy. A suffix is when  letters are added to the end of a word to change the meaning eg content = contentedly

	2. Read aloud and understand the meaning of new words that they meet.

	3. Continue to reread books for enjoyment to build up their fluency and confidence in word building. (If children want to sometimes read books that might appear too easy this is perfectly acceptable.)

	Comprehension

	1. Continue to read and discuss an increasingly wide range of fiction, poetry, stories, plays and reference books and text books.

	2. Read books that are structured in different ways and read for a range of purposes.

	3. Increase their familiarity with a wide range of books, including myths, legends and traditional stories, modern fiction as well as books from other cultures and traditions.

	4. Recommend books to their peers, giving reasons for their choices.

	5. Identifying and discussing underlying themes in and across books.

	6. Learn a wider range of poetry by heart.

	7. Prepare poems and plays to read aloud and to perform, showing understanding through intonation, tone and volume.

	8. Check that the text makes sense to them

	9. Ask questions to improve their understanding of a text.

	10. Drawing inferences, including characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, and being able to explain why.

	11. Predict what might happen from details stated and implied.

	12. Retrieve, record and present information from non-fiction.

	13. Distinguish between statements of fact and opinion.

	14. Explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read.

	15. Provide reasoned justifications for their views.

	16. Summarise the main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph, identifying the main ideas.
